WHEREAS, the DuPage County Board has established the Local

Gasoline Tax Fund (Fund 41} which is funded with a local gasoline
tax; and

WHEREAS, the passage of Public Act 95-0708 1s anticipated to
increase sales tax revenue collected in the Corporate Fund; and

salid anticipated taxes for transportation purposes, the County
finds it necessary to grant authority to the Chief Financial
Cfficer, in consultation with the Director of Transportation and

DOLLARS) in one or more transfers from the Corporate Fund (Fund
Gl) to the Local Gasoline Tax Fund (Fund 41); and

WHEREAS, the said transfer(s) may be executed after June
2G08 threcugh November 30, 2008, when said taxes are anticipated
to begin to be received by DuPage County; and

WHEREAS, sufficient funds are projected to be available in
the Corporate Fund to accommodate up to, but not to exceed
$1,400,000 (ONE MILLION, FCUR HUNDRED THCUSAND AND NO/100
DOLLARS) of transfer(s) for the aforementioned time period.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the DuPage County Board
that the Chief Financial Officer, in consultaticn with the
Director of Transportation and Operations, is hereby authorized
